Existing signal 
standards will be replaced with new signal standard, foundation, mast arm, vehicle and pedestrian 
signals, pedestrian pushbutton, signal mounted signage and luminaires.  Due to the complexity of 
Federal funding and Caltrans process mandates, specialized construction management and 
inspection services will be procured separately.

On May 20, 2013, the City Council amended the Chapter 10.48 of the Sonoma Municipal Code to 
authorize parking regulations to be established by resolution rather than ordinance since it would be 
easier and more convenient for the City Council to make future changes to the City’s parking 
regulations by resolution rather than ordinance.    
 
The corresponding resolution changed the two (2) hour parking limit to a three (3) hour parking limit 
with the intent that no person shall park on a city street for a period of time longer than established by 
Council resolution.  
 
Further review, staff feels that further clarifying language should be included in section 10.48.190. The 
proposed language does not impact the Council’s intent to establish three (3) hour parking limits as 
previously enacted.  In addition, language was added to include offstreet parking facilities so the 
Council would have ability to regulate parking in offstreet parking lots by resolution rather than 
ordinance.

ORDINANCE NO. 02 - 2013 
 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SONOMA 
AMENDING SECTION 10.48.190 OF THE SONOMA MUNICIPAL CODE TO 

PROHIBIT PARKING IN VIOLATION OF REGULATIONS ESTABLISHED BY 
RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL 

 
 
WHEREAS, pursuant to California Vehicle Code §22507, the City Council may prohibit or 
restrict the stopping, parking, or standing of vehicles on certain streets or highways or portions 
thereof during all or certain hours of the day by either ordinance or resolution; and 
 
WHEREAS, pursuant to California Vehicle Code §22519, the City Council may prohibit, restrict 
or regulate the stopping, parking, or standing of vehicles on any offstreet parking facility which it 
owns or operates provided appropriate signs have been erected; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City Council has established parking regulations by adoption of resolution and 
desires to continue to do so; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City Council desires to include in its Municipal Code an ordinance that 
designates when persons are in violation of parking regulations established by resolution and 
are therefore acting unlawfully under the Municipal Code.   
 
NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SONOMA DOES ORDAIN AS 
FOLLOWS: 
 
Section 1.  §10.48.190 is hereby amended to read as follows:   
 
10.48.190  Parking in violation of regulations established by resolution.  
 
The City Council may, by resolution, regulate parking upon any street or highway of the City, or 
any offstreet parking facility which the City owns or operates,  including the determination and 
designation of parking time limits, and is authorized and directed, in the event of the adoption of 
any such resolution pursuant hereto, to place, paint and maintain or cause to be placed, painted 
or maintained the necessary signs, markers or painted curbs that may be required by the 
provisions of the Vehicle Code of the state.  
 
It is unlawful for any person to stop, stand, or park any vehicle upon any street or highway of the 
City, or any offstreet parking facility which the City own or operates, in violation of any 
regulation, including the designation of parking time limits, that has been established by 
resolution of the City Council, and posted, painted or marked in accordance with this section. 
 
Section 2.  Effective Date. 
 
This ordinance shall become effective thirty (30) days from and after the date of its passage.

SUPPLEMENTAL REPORT 

Consideration of a Resolution Supporting Participation in the Water Bond Coalition 
 

For the Council Meeting of July 15, 2013 
 
BACKGROUND: 
 
In 2000, California voters approved Proposition 13, the Safe Drinking Water, Clean 
Water, Watershed Protection and Flood Protection Act (“2000 Water Bond”) which 
generated $763.9 million in bond sales proceeds for eligible projects throughout the 
state.  However, the 2000 Water Bond mostly served southern California interests. 
 
In 2002, the Water Bond Coalition of Northern and Coastal California was formed by 
220 public agencies, including the City of Sonoma, from 34 counties  (see Attachment A 
for list) which adopted resolutions supporting the coalition’s objectives for equitable 
distribution of statewide water bond dollars.  In part due to this effort, subsequent water 
bonds such as Proposition 50 (2002) and Proposition 84 (2006) directed funding toward 
Integrated Regional Water Management Plans (IRWMPs).  IRWMPs are developed 
regionally and include projects for groundwater, water reuse, water quality, conservation 
and watershed protection.  The North Coast IRWMP, of which Sonoma is a signatory to 
its Memorandum of Mutual Understanding, has benefitted from the type of equitable 
allocation sought by the coalition.  The North Coast IRWMP was allocated $37 million in 
Prop.84 funds.  Prop. 84 funded projects have benefitted Sonoma, including 
improvements to the Sonoma Valley County Sanitation District recycled water system 
which serves Sonoma and various water conservation measures. 
 
The Water Bond Coalition now seeks support in its efforts to ensure that the anticipated 
2014 Water Bond will allocate future water bond funds fairly and equitably.  Known as 
the “Safe, Clean, and Reliable Drinking Water Supply Act,” the 2014 Water Bond will 
provide $11.1 billion for water‐related needs statewide. Presently, the bond includes: 

 $455 million for drought relief projects, wastewater improvements, safe drinking 
water 

 $1.40 billion for integrated regional water management projects 
 $2.25 billion for Delta sustainability options 
 $3.00 billion for water storage projects 
 $1.70 billion for ecosystem and watershed protection 
 $1.00 billion for groundwater protection and cleanup 
 $1.25 billion for water recycling and advanced treatment projects 

 
Over the next four months the California legislature is expected to further revise the 
bond language to address lingering concerns about the large size of the proposed bond.  
Various interest groups around the state are now engaged in developing the new water 
bond terms.  One effort focuses the majority of the funds on restoration of the 
Sacramento/San Joaquin Delta and construction of surface water storage facilities and 



dams – projects which benefit primarily Southern California and South of Delta 
agricultural interests. 
 
The Water Bond Coalition and representatives of the Russian River Watershed 
Association which includes Sonoma, have been discussing water bond policy and how 
best to ensure that in the new water bond, projects in our region remain eligible for 
funding from this source. Coalition members recognize the importance of restoring Delta 
ecosystems and improving the State Water Project. However, coalition members also 
support allocating future water bond funds fairly and equitably to local and regional 
entities across all of California for water-related needs such as water reuse, 
groundwater, planning, groundwater remediation, improved stormwater management, 
replacement of failing infrastructure, fishery restoration, and completion of upgrades 
necessary to meet water quality standards and improve water use efficiency. 
 
DISCUSSION: 
Engaging with the Water Bond Coalition may offer an opportunity to influence 
development of the 2014 Water Bond and support language to protect local interests in 
this funding program.  Approval of this resolution would indicate support from the City of 
Sonoma for development of future statewide water bonds that include funding for local 
and regional water projects. The resolution also authorizes the City Council of the City 
of Sonoma to designate an individual to serve a representative to the Water Bond 
Coalition.

 WHEREAS, an additional water bond measure is now being developed and if approved by the 
voters, would provide additional funding for the planning and implementation of water-related programs 
and projects in California; 
 
 WHEREAS, City of Sonoma took an active role in the creation of the Northern and Coastal 
California Water Bond Coalition in 2002, a diverse network of 220 cities, counties and special districts from 
34 counties that worked to support the equitable distribution of state bond funds and secure grant funds for 
drinking water, wastewater, fisheries, wetlands, water reuse, non-point source and flood protection 
projects; 
 
 WHEREAS, the development of a regional coalition to organize and promote local and regional 
projects for funding has proven to be effective in obtaining funding from these bond measures totaling $37 
million the North Coast Integrated Water Management Plan of which several projects that have received 
funding have that benefited the City of Sonoma; 
 
 WHEREAS, there is a tremendous need for improvements in California’s diverse water system and 
cities, counties, and local and regional water supply, flood control and sanitation   agencies across the 
state are facing significant challenges including aging infrastructure, more challenging regulatory 
compliance standards, changes in climate that impact public safety and water supply reliability, and 
environmental impacts that could increase costs or reduce water availability; and 
 
 WHEREAS, existing state water infrastructure bond funds meant to help address these challenges 
will soon be fully appropriated and a new commitment of significant state funding to assist local and 
regional water management projects is necessary to assure water future supply reliability; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Water Bond Coalition supports new investment in regional competitive grant 
programs that distribute funds equitably across the state – in acknowledgement of the importance of 
source watersheds as well as population centers – to achieve any of the following objectives:

water management, water reuse and recycled water, flood protection, stormwater management, upgrades and 
enhancements to aging infrastructure, groundwater management, groundwater cleanup, water use efficiency, 
and water quality compliance.

The federal funded 
portion of the project ($140K) is through the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development 
Community Development Block Grant (CDBG), administered through the Sonoma County 
Community Development Commission. The state funded portion ($65K) is through a Transportation 
Development Act (TDA), Article 3 grant, administered through the Sonoma County Transportation 
Authority. 
 

The City has solicited and received eight bids for the proposed project (see Attachment #1).  The 
apparent low bidder was Serres Corporation of Sonoma with a total bid amount, including bid 
alternates, of $130,946.43.  

The work is expected to be completed in early to mid-September of this year. 
Recommended Council Action 

Approve the plans and specifications, accept all bids and award the bid for the Depot Park Parking 
Area and ADA Improvement Project #1301 to Serres Corporation of Sonoma.  Subject to receiving 
formal approval of the 2013 TDA Article 3 grant, authorize the City Manager to execute a 
construction agreement with Serres Corporation in the amount of $130,946.43. 

Alternative Actions 
Reject all bids and don’t proceed with the proposed project. 

Financial Impact 
The City has been awarded CDBG funding totaling $140,000 for the accessibility and parking lot 
improvements.  The City has also received formal approval of a 2013 TDA Article 3 grant in the amount 
of $65,000 for the bike path maintenance improvements at Depot Park.  While $220,000 has been 
budgeted in the City’s 2013/14 Capital Improvement Program for this project, total project costs are 
now projected to be approximately $205,000.  All project costs are expected to be covered by the state 
and federal grants and no local funding match is required.

Economic Vitality Grant Program and Authorize Said Grant, if Approved, to be Performed through 
the Chamber of Commerce and the Sonoma Valley Economic Development Partnership. 

Summary 
PG&E has launched a new economic vitality grant program designed to promote economic growth in 
communities throughout the utility’s service area in Northern and Central California. Through this pilot 
program, a total of up to $200,000 will be awarded to local government organizations, educational 
institutions and 501(c) 3 non-profit organizations to provide funding for projects or programs designed 
to spur innovation and job creation.  The maximum grant amount is $25,000 and applications are being 
accepted online until July 31. Grants are intended to provide investment in local initiatives that aim to 
attract, retain or expand local businesses; provide business development, incubation or acceleration 
opportunities; or provide valuable workforce training.  

The Sonoma Valley Economic Development Partnership (SVEDP) has identified services to Latino 
business owners and entrepreneurs in the Valley as an under-met need, and is proposing a grant 
application for $25,000 to implement a Latino Business Resource Center.  The grant would allow us to 
expand the reach of the SVEDP and increase connections of existing and prospective Latino business 
owners to available resources through a successful and established local economic development 
program.   

Grant funding would be used to contract with the Chamber for bilingual outreach staff to support the 
work of the Economic Development Manager (EDM); to provide funding for the EDM to work with 
targeted businesses valley-wide; and to offer workshops, advisory services, and information in bilingual 
options at an accessible location in the Springs. 

The Latino Business Resource Center would allow the Partnership to leverage private funding to 
increase its services to what is currently a hard-to-reach segment of the local business community.  It 
would also serve to complement and leverage the City’s current efforts, funded by CDBG, to prepare a 
feasibility study and implementation plan for a Valley-wide food business incubation program.  This 
leverage is reflective of Council Goals to “continue to seek grant opportunities”. 

Recommended Council Action 
Approve sponsorship of the application for an Economic Development Grant through P G & E and 
authorize the City Manager to execute any and all related agreements and or documents should 
said grant be awarded. 

Alternative Actions 
Do not approve grant application. 

Financial Impact 
If the City is successful in securing the grant funding, it would supplement the City’s CDBG grant for 
a business incubator program.

Summary 
At the Council meeting of June 17th, the Council approved the first reading of an Ordinance which, if 
approved, would authorize Sonoma Clean Power to implement a community choice aggregation 
program for residential and commercial accounts currently served by P G & E including all City electric 
accounts.  The City spends approximately $160,000 annually on utility charges. 
 

There continues to be unanswered questions related to Sonoma Clean Power at this point; many of 
which can only be answered after the full Board of Directors for the Authority are seated.  Opt-out 
procedures are yet to be determined but SCP staff is recommending a fee be set at $5.00 for residents 
and $25.00 for businesses.  No fee is charged during the four month initial period.  Customers can 
leave SCP at any time, and their transfer to PG&E service would be effective within 30 days.  The City 
would also need to opt-out should the City chose to return to PG&E. 
Recommended Council Action 
If the City Council chooses to join Sonoma Clean Power (SCP) a second reading of the Ordinance 
must be approved by a majority of voting Councilmembers. 
 

If the City Council vote ends in a tie [2-2] the Ordinance will fail due to lack of majority vote.  
 

Alternative Actions 
Do not approve the second reading of the Ordinance;  

Table second reading of the ordinance until a subsequent meeting in order to obtain additional 
information.  Delaying the implementation may affect the City’s participation on the SCP Board of 
Directors 

Financial Impact 
There is no immediate fiscal impact associated with this action. If the City Council approves the 
Ordinance, the fiscal impact to residents and commercial customers will depend on final rates based 
on agreements to be entered into for power purchase. The current rate estimate for residential 
customers is from 1.8% below to 1.1% above PG&E’s rates, and from 3.1% below to .5% above 
PG&E’s rates for commercial customers. These estimates are subject to change pending final power 
purchase agreements.  If the City chooses to participate in Sonoma Clean Power, the City’s own utility 
accounts would automatically be enrolled in the program. Currently, the City’s PG&E budget for utility 
accounts totals approximately $160,000 (all operations and funds). The City would need to weigh the 
impact of new rates on its own accounts. The City would have the ability to opt out on a meter by meter 
basis.

ORDINANCE NO.  XX– 2013 
 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SONOMA  
AUTHORIZING THE IMPLEMENTATION OF A  

COMMUNITY CHOICE AGGREGATION PROGRAM 
 

The City Council of the City of Sonoma does ordain as follows: 
 
SECTION 1.  The City of Sonoma has investigated options to provide electric services to 
customers within the City, with the intent of achieving greater local control and involvement 
over the provision of electric services, competitive electric rates, the development of clean, local 
renewable energy projects, reduced greenhouse gas emissions, and the wider implementation of 
energy conservation and efficiency projects and programs. 
 
SECTION 2.  The Sonoma County Water Agency prepared a Feasibility Study and a draft 
Implementation Plan for a community choice aggregation (“CCA”) program in Sonoma County 
under the provisions of Public Utilities Code §366.2.  The Feasibility Study and draft 
Implementation Plan show that implementing a community choice aggregation program would 
provide multiple benefits, including: 
 

 Providing customers a choice of power providers; 
 Increasing local control and involvement in and collaboration on energy rates and 

other energy-related matters; 
 Providing more stable long-term electric rates that are competitive with those 

provided by the incumbent utility; 
 Reducing greenhouse gas emissions arising from electricity use within Sonoma 

County; 
 Increasing local renewable generation capacity; 
 Increasing energy conservation and efficiency projects and programs; 
 Increasing regional energy self-sufficiency; and 
 Improving the local economy resulting from the implementation of local 

renewable energy and energy conservation and efficiency projects. 
 

 
SECTION 3.  On December 4, 2012, the County of Sonoma and the Sonoma County Water 
Agency approved a Joint Powers Agreement creating the Sonoma Clean Power Authority (“the 
Authority”).  Under the Joint Powers Agreement (the “JPA”), cities and towns within Sonoma 
County may participate in the Sonoma Clean Power CCA program by adopting the resolution 
and ordinance required by Public Utilities Code §366.2.  Cities and towns choosing to participate 
in the CCA program will have membership on the Board of Directors of the Sonoma Clean 
Power Authority as provided in the joint powers agreement. 
 
SECTION 4.  In response to comments from the City and others, Sonoma County and the 
Sonoma County Water Agency have advised the City that they intend to amend the JPA in a 
manner that is acceptable to the City Council.  Said amendment to the JPA is intended to occur at 
the on or before June 25.  However, the Authority has requested the City adopt this ordinance in 
June and given that the City’s last meeting in June is June 17, the City, in order to accommodate 
the Authority is adopting this ordinance in advance of said amendments to the JPA, in reliance 
on the representation that the JPA will be amended in a manner that is acceptable to the City 



 
SECTION 5. The Authority has solicited bids from electric power suppliers and other service 
providers, in order to determine whether implementation of a CCA program in Sonoma County 
is financially viable. From those bids, the Authority has determined that a CCA program in 
Sonoma County could provide power to residents and businesses at rates that are competitive 
with those of the incumbent utility (PG&E). 
 
SECTION 6.  Under Public Utilities Code §366.2, customers have the right to opt-out of a CCA 
program and continue to receive service from the incumbent utility. Customers who wish to 
continue to receive service from the incumbent utility will be able to do so. 
 
SECTION 7.  Based upon the forgoing, and in order to provide business and residents within the 
City of Sonoma with a choice of power providers and with the benefits described above, the 
Council hereby affirmatively elects to implement a community choice aggregation program 
within the jurisdiction of the City of Sonoma by participating as a group with the County of 
Sonoma, the Sonoma County Water Agency, and other cities in Sonoma County in the 
Community Choice Aggregation program of the Sonoma Clean Power Authority, as generally 
described in the draft Implementation Plan, subject to the Authority’s right to forego the 
implementation of a Community Choice Aggregation program in the event that the Board of 
Directors of the Sonoma Clean Power Authority determines not to finalize and approve an 
Implementation Plan for submission to the California Public Utilities Commission. 
 
SECTION 8.  If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, or phrase of this ordinance is for any 
reason held to be unconstitutional or invalid, such decision shall not affect the validity of the 
remaining portion of this ordinance.  The City Council hereby declares that it would have passed 
this ordinance and every section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase thereof, irrespective of 
the fact that any one or more sections, subsections, sentences, clauses, or phrases be declared 
unconstitutional or invalid. 

 
SECTION 9.  Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective thirty (30) days from and 
after the date of its passage.

an Implementation Plan for submission to the California Public Utilities Commission. 
 
 3. The City hereby designates and appoints __________________ to serve as the 
representative of the City on the Board of Directors of the Sonoma Clean Power Authority. 
 
 4. This Resolution shall be effective immediately. 
 
 5. Resolution No. 23-2013 is hereby resinded and replaced by this resolution 
included the naming of a City representative and alternate.

20-Gallon Challenge Public Awareness Effort  

Debuts to Help Save Water this Summer 
 
(Santa Rosa, CA)  The Sonoma County Water Agency and the Sonoma-Marin Saving 
Water Partnership, a partnership of nine North Bay cities and water districts, this summer 
will embark on a new two pronged public awareness effort to reduce water demand in 
response to dry spring weather conditions – Beat the Heat! and the 20-Gallon Challenge.  
 
“Our region has experienced one of the driest springs on record.  As we enter the hot 
summer months, we must challenge ourselves to reduce our indoor and outdoor water 
use.  The 20-Gallon Challenge will provide our community with the tools and 
information needed to help reduce water demand this summer.  It will also educate 
everyone that all it takes is changing a few daily behaviors or activities to meet our 
Challenge,” said Water Agency and Sonoma County Board of Supervisors Chairman 
David Rabbitt.  
 
“Reducing urban water demand during the hot summer months is critical to protecting 
our water resources,” said Water Agency Director and Sonoma County Supervisor Efren 
Carrillo.  “We are working closely with all stakeholders in our community including 
urban water users, the agricultural industry, and business community to immediately 
reduce water use due to the dry weather conditions.  I heard loud and clear from our 
constituents in the Russian River watershed that water conservation should be a top 
priority this summer; that’s why I encourage all residents and local businesses to take part 
of the 20-Gallon Challenge.

Special attention will be given to heat wave conditions in order to reduce peak water 
demand.

The Partnership will coordinate with local media outlets to 
run special public service announcements asking our community to prepare for a heat 
wave and use water wisely.  This message will correlate with energy and air quality 
awareness efforts that also increase before a heat wave arrives.

Summary 
 

A notice of intent to circulate a petition which proposes an ordinance governing hotels containing more 
than 25 rooms was received by the City Council at the April 15th Council meeting.  In accordance with 
California Elections Code, the proponents had up to 180 days to collect signatures.  Petitions were filed 
with the City Clerk on July 8th and signatures were certified by the County Registrar of Voters on July 
9th.   

The Council must determine the next action to be taken as follows: 

 ADOPT ORDINANCE.  The Council could forego the Special Election and immediately adopt 
(or adopt it within 10 days) the Ordinance set forth in the petition amending the Sonoma 
General Plan and Development Code to require that the establishment of a hotel with more 
than 25 rooms must receive a use permit approved by the Planning Commission.  Similarly, the 
expansion of an existing hotel, motel, or bed and breakfast inn to more than 25 rooms will have 
to receive a use permit approved by the Planning Commission. The Planning Commission 
would be prohibited from granting such a use permit unless it found, among other things, that 
(a) the annualized hotel room occupancy rate for the calendar year (January 1 to December 31) 
preceding the filing of the hotel application exceeds 80%, and (b) the proposed hotel will not 
adversely affect the historic, small town character of Sonoma.  The measure provides that the 
annualized hotel room occupancy rate would be calculated by comparing the total number of 
hotel, motel, bed and breakfast inn and vacation rental room nights rented in the City with the 
total number of room nights available for rent in the City, during the relevant calendar year.  In 
calculating whether the occupancy rate of 80% has been exceeded, the measure requires 
inclusion of the rooms available for rental and rented at (i) bed and breakfast inns, which are 
defined to mean rental facilities possessing 5 or less rooms and (ii) vacation rentals, which are 
defined to mean rental properties containing one or two residential units. 

 CALL FOR SPECIAL ELECTION.  The Council could call for a Special Election to allow voters 
within the City limits to decide whether or not to approve the Hotel Limitation Ordinance.  If the 
Council calls for the election, the election would be held on November 5th.  November 5th is an 
already established election date for certain special districts which could result in a small 
savings of election costs due to the City being able to consolidate the election on the hotel 
measure with this existing election date and, therefore, charged a pro-rated share of the costs 
for conducting the election. 

 REQUEST AN IMPACT REPORT.  The Council can order an impact report be prepared to 
analyze the initiative measure’s fiscal impact, its effect on the internal consistency of the City’s 
general and specific plans, its effect on the use of land, its impact on funding for infrastructure 
of all types, its impact on the community’s ability to attract and retain business and employment, 
and any other matters the City Council requests to be in the report.  Once the report is

completed and returned to the Council for consideration (within 30 days), the Council must 
either adopt the initiative measure within 10 days after the report is submitted or order an 
election.   

In a prior action of Council [April 15th Council meeting], Council authorized the City Manager to 
evaluate the options to prepare the Impact Report, solicit proposals and/or evaluate other such actions 
as necessary.  Final details on availability of consultants and potential costs to prepare the report will 
be presented at the July 15th Council meeting.  In evaluating the need for the Impact Report, Council 
could find that the information contained in the report may be helpful to the community as an 
informational document to further understand the issues surrounding the ballot measure.   

Other issues related to the Ballot Measure: 

BALLOT ARGUMENT:  Should the Council order the measure be placed on the ballot, the Council will 
have the opportunity to prepare an argument in favor of or against the measure.  Regarding arguments 
to appear in the ballot, a resolution is attached addressing this issue. The City Council may designate 
the Mayor, the Council, or a number of Councilmembers to write the argument in favor of the measure.  
The attached resolution authorizes the filing of rebuttal arguments.  It is recommended that the same 
persons who are authorized to author and sign the original argument also be authorized to author and 
sign the rebuttal argument (although such identicality is not required).  No more than five persons can 
sign the argument and no more than five persons can sign the rebuttal argument.  It is recommended 
that the Council determine who is to author these arguments and the person or persons who are to 
sign the arguments on behalf of the Council.  If it is desired that one or more non-Councilpersons sign 
the arguments too, then it is recommended that the Council either decide who those persons are going 
to be or delegate that authority to the Mayor or a committee of the Council. 
 
IMPARTIAL ANALYSIS PREPARED: City Attorney is required to prepare an impartial analysis which 
will be included in the ballot pamphlet.  If the measure is approved by a majority of the voters voting on 
it, it becomes effective.  The substantive portions of the measure which impose conditions precedent to 
the filing of and approving an application for a hotel containing more than 25 rooms may not be 
amended or repealed except by a subsequent vote of the registered voters.

The Hotel Limitation Measure 
 

BALLOT SUMMARY 
 

 If adopted by a majority of the voters voting on it, this initiative measure would 
amend the Sonoma General Plan and Development Code to require that the establishment 
of a hotel with more than 25 rooms must receive a use permit approved by the Planning 
Commission.  Similarly, the expansion of an existing hotel, motel, or bed and breakfast 
inn to more than 25 rooms will have to receive a use permit approved by the Planning 
Commission. 
 
 The Planning Commission would be prohibited from granting such a use permit 
unless it found, among other things, that (a) the annualized hotel room occupancy rate for 
the calendar year (January 1 to December 31) preceding the filing of the hotel application 
exceeds 80%, and (b) the proposed hotel will not adversely affect the historic, small town 
character of Sonoma.  The measure provides that the annualized hotel room occupancy 
rate would be calculated by comparing the total number of hotel, motel, bed and breakfast 
inn and vacation rental room nights rented in the City with the total number of room 
nights available for rent in the City, during the relevant calendar year.  In calculating 
whether the occupancy rate of 80% has been exceeded, the measure requires inclusion of 
the rooms available for rental and rented at (i) bed and breakfast inns, which are defined 
to mean rental facilities possessing 5 or less rooms and (ii) vacation rentals, which are 
defined to mean rental properties containing one or two residential units. 
 
 If the Planning Commission’s decision concerning a hotel governed by this 
measure is appealed to the City Council, the hotel could only be approved by a 4/5th’s 
vote of the City Council.   
 
 The General Plan and Development Code provisions re-adopted and adopted by 
the measure could not be changed or repealed except by a subsequent vote of City voters. 
 
 The measure would apply to any hotel development proposal subject to its 
provisions that has not received final approval by the time the measure becomes 
effective.  The measure does not apply to the renovation, maintenance, or repair of an 
existing hotel unless the renovation, maintenance or repair increases the total number of 
rooms of the hotel.

 WHEREAS, whenever a municipal ballot measure is authorized, State law provides that 
the City Council may provide for the filing of written arguments for and against a measure; and 

 
WHEREAS, Elections Code Section 9282 sets forth the procedures for arguments in 

favor of or in opposition to a City measure; and 
 

WHEREAS, Elections Code Section 9285 sets forth the procedures for rebuttal 
arguments, whose provisions are hereby adopted. 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SONOMA DOES 
RESOLVE, DECLARE, DETERMINE AND ORDER AS FOLLOWS:   
 
 Section 1.  That the City Council authorizes the individuals identified in section 3, below, 
to file written arguments in Favor of or Against the City Measure not exceeding 300 words, 
accompanied by the printed names and signatures of the authors submitting it, in accordance 
with Article 4, Chapter 3, Division 9 of the Elections Code of the State of California.  The 
arguments may be changed or withdrawn until and including the date fixed by the City Clerk 
after which no arguments for or against the City measure may be submitted to the City Clerk. 
 

Section 2.  The arguments shall be filed with the City Clerk, signed, with the printed 
names and signatures of the authors submitting it, or if submitted on behalf of an organization, 
the name of the organization, and the printed name and signature of at least one of its principal 
officers who is the author of the argument.  The argument shall be accompanied by the Form of 
Statement To Be Filed by Authors of Arguments. 
 



Section 3.  The deadline for filing arguments for and against the ballot measure with the 
City Clerk shall be August 19, 2013, and the argument shall not exceed 300 words in length.  
Rebuttal arguments shall be filed with the City Clerk by August 29, 2013 and shall not exceed 
250 words in length.  Councilmembers ___________ and __________ are hereby authorized to 
prepare a written argument opposed to the proposed ordinance, not to exceed 300 words, on 
behalf of the City Council.  Councilmembers _________ and ___________ are authorized to 
select two Councilmembers (including themselves) and three community members to sign the 
argument.  In no case shall more than five persons sign the argument, at least one of whom 
must be a Councilmember. Pursuant to Section 9285 of the California Elections Code, when the 
City Clerk has selected the arguments for and against the measure, which will be printed and 
distributed to the voters, the City Clerk shall send copies of the argument in favor of the 
measure to the authors of the argument against, and copies of the argument against to the 
authors of the argument in favor.  

 
Section 4.    The same persons authorized in Section 3 above to prepare and sign the 

direct argument opposed to the proposed ordinance shall be authorized to prepare and sign the 
rebuttal argument.  Rebuttal arguments shall be printed in the same manner as the direct 
arguments.  Each rebuttal argument shall immediately follow the direct argument, which it seeks 
to rebut. 

 
Section 5.  That the City Council directs the City Clerk to transmit a copy of the measure 

to the City Attorney who is hereby directed to prepare an impartial analysis of the measure not 
exceeding 500 words showing the effect of the measure on the existing law and the operation of 
the measure.  The impartial analysis shall be filed with the City Clerk by August 19, 2013. 

 
 Section 6.  That the City Clerk shall certify to the passage and adoption of this resolution 
and enter it into the book of original resolutions.
